Notified amendment to NZTA/NZRF T 8
Following consultation with NZTA, the NZTA/NZRF T 8 specification is amended immediately. 

This amendment allows a certifiate date to be recorded as up to a month after the final on-site testing day where the previous T 8 certificae has not expired, but ius more than 30 days of the testing day. At present a forward date can only be used when the previous expiry date is within 30 days of the final on-site testing day.
This change will be incorporated into the T 8 specification when it is next revised.  

8.2 Certificate requirements
(d) Date of expiry of certification as twelve months after the final on-site testing day, or twelve months after the day the current T/8 Certificate expires, if it expires within 30 days of the testing day, or up to one month from the final day of on-site testing where the previous certificate has not expired but is more than 30 days of the testing day.  
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
